SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTIONS 817 {1393) AND 845 (1993), THE TERMINATION OF THE INTERIM ACCORD
OF 1995, AND THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP BETWEEN THE PARTIES

PREAMBLE

The First Perty, the Hellenic Republic {the “First Party”) and the Second Porty, which was odmitted to the
United Notions in accordance with the United Natlons General Assembly tesolution 47/225 of 8 Aprii 1993
{the “Second Porty™), jointly referred to as the “Parties”,

-Recalling the principies and purposes of the Charter of the United Nations, the Helsinki Final Act of 1975, the
ralavan: Acts of the Organization for Security and Cooperation 1n Europe (“OSCE”) and the values and
arincigtas of the Council of Europe,

-Guided by the spirit and principles of demacracy, respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms, and
digrity,

.Abiding by the grovisions of the Charter of the United Nations and in particular those referting to the
cbligaticn of the States to refrain in their international relations from the threat or use of force against the
territorial integrity or political independence of any State,

-Emphasising their full commitment to the principles of the inviglability of frontiers and the teritorial

-Reaffirming the existing frontier between them as an enduting international border,

-in full accord on the need to strengthen peace, stability, security and further promoie coaperation in

‘When reference is made 1o the First Party, these terms denote not only the area and people of the
anehern region of the First Party, but also their attributes, as well as the Hellenic civilization, histoty,
cultuce, and heritage of that region from antiquity to present day.

Whan reference is made ta the Second Party, these terms denote its territory, language, peopie and
(heir atiributes, with their own history, cuiture, and heritage, distinctiy different from those referred 1o
under Acticie 2}

The Secand Party notes that its official language, the Macedanian fanguage, 1 within the group of South
slavic languages. The Parties note that the official language and other attributes of the Second Party are
not related to the ancient Hellenic civilization, history, csiture and hetitage of the northern region of the
First Pasty.

Nothing in this Agreement is intended to denigrate in any way, or to aiter or affect, the usage by the
gitizens of either Party.

4 The Parties shall place special emphasis on the development of cultural relations between the two
Swiles, their socielies and their social groups, having particular regard to arts, dance, cinematography,
music and theatre. In this regard, particular importance shall be given to sports. Bilateral coilaboration
on the domain of health, including health care, shall be promoted.

POLICE AND CiviL PROTECTION COOPERATION

@ ARTICLE 16

1. The Parties shalt cooperate clasely in the fight egainst organized and trans-border crime, terronsm,
economic ¢rimes, having regard in particular to crime related to the illict tralficking and/or exploitation
of human beings; to crimes related to the production, trafficking and/or trade ol narcotic drugs and
gsychoiropic substances; to the illict manufacturing of and trafficking in firearms, their parts and
cemponents and ammunition; to the ol import, export and transter ot swnership of cullurat progerty;
1o offences against civil air transport; and te crime rclated to counterfeiting and/or smuggling of
sigarettes, slcohod ot fuels.

The Parties shall cooperate closely in the civil protection sector, placing particular emphasis on
prevunting and dealing with natural and manmade disasters and on disasier rellef. Each Party may ulllize
the specdial education and expertise of the other Party, and whenever needed and possible each Party
shalt provide to the other its special infrastruciure, particularly in fire-fighting. The Parties may examine
tre establishment of a relevant mechanism to assist in the implementation of this Article.

11
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DEFENCE COOPERATION
ARTICLE 17

The Parties shall reinforce and expand their cooperation in the area of defence, including through
frequent visits and contacts between the polltical and milltary leadership of their armed forces, she
appropriale transfer of kndw-how and capacity-building; the cooperation in the areas of production,
information and joint mititary exercises. Special emphasis shall be placed on personnel training which the
Parties could provide to each other.

TREATY RELATIONS
ARTICLE 18

1. Upon entsy into force of this Agreement, the Parties <hall in their relations be directed by the provisions
of the following bilateral agreements that had been conduded between the former Sucialist Fedoral
Republic of Yugosiavia and the First Party on 18 june-1959:

a) The convention concerning mutual legal refations,

@ b) The agreement concerning the reciprocal recognition and the enforcement of
judicial decisions, and

¢) Theagrrement conterniop hydro-ecunomic questions.

2 ‘The Parties agree that, upon entry Into force of the present Agreement, all international documents
binding on the Parties bilaterally shall remain In force, untess specifically terminated by this
Ayreement.

3. The Parties shall consult with esch other in order to identify other agreements conduded between
the former Saciulist Federal Republic of Yugostavia and the First Party that will be deemed suitable
for apglication in their mutual relations.

4. The Parties commit to explore all possibilities to conclude ‘additionat bilateral agreements needed
with regard o areas of mutual interest.

PART 3
% SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES
ARTICLE 19
1. The Parties shatl settle any disputes exclusively by peaceful means in accordance with the Chartes of
the United Nations.
2. in the event that a Party considers that the other Party is not acting in accordance with the

provisions of this Agreement, this Party shail first nctify the other Party of its concerns and shall
seak 3 salution by negotiation. If the Parties are unable to resolve the matter bilaterally, the Parties

may agree to request the Secretary-Generai of the United Nations ta use his good offices to resoive.
the matter.

3. Any dispute that arises between the Parties concerning the intefpretation or implementation of this
Agreement and not resolved according to the procedures referred to under Articia 19(2), may be
submitted to the internationat Court of lustice, The Partids shoui first seek to agree upon.a joint
submission $0 said Court regarding any such dispute, However, If agreement is not reached within

As s00n ay possible upon entry into force of this Agreement, the Parties or one of the Parties shall inform
the Secretary- General of the United Nations of the entry into force of this Agreement, including the date
cf its entry into force, for its implementation 8t the United Nations.

Tivs Agreement is not directed against any other State, entity or person. 1t does not infringe on the rights
and duties resulting from bilateral and multilateral agreements already in force that the Parties have
concluded with othet States or international Organizations.

Tne First Party shall apply this Agreement in accordance with its otligations deriving from its
membership 15 the European Union and its membership in other international, multilateral or regionat
institutions or Organizations, as weil as other international instruments, Similarly, the Second Party shall
apply this Agreemunt In accordance with its obfigations deriving from its membership in international,
taultitateral or regional institutions or Organizations, including the EU, following its propossd accession
thereto.

The pravisions of this Agreement shall remain in force for an indefinite period of time and are
irrewneable. No madification 10 this Agreement contained in Article 1{3) and Article 1{4) is permitted.

This Agroement shall be registered with the Secretaiat of the United Nations pursuant t0 Article 102 of
the Charter of the Unitad Nations as soon as it has entered into force.
